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Electricity Consumption

Electricity consumption is the most important measure for the
energy use in a building. At 200 University we are closely monitoring
our power consumption and are planning projects to become more
efficient every year.

The measure represents the total consumption minus tenant use.
We are proud to report that we had a 0.59% reduction of electrical
consumption in the third quarter, as demonstrated in the graph be-
low.

We look forward to future opportunities as we work with the tenants
through the Race to Reduce program.
